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SECTION 1: GETTING STARTED 
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sofTV.Presenter 6.0 Quick Start 

sofTV.Presenter is a highly advanced streaming media authoring 
technology. It enables developers to capture, synchronize, and publish 
Live and On-Demand web-based streaming video/audio presentations. 
These powerful presentations can incorporate all types of content matter 
(including Microsoft PowerPoint slides, Flash files;, images, Adobe PDF 
files, URL links, and links to any other type of file or document) that 
change in synchronization with the video or audio content.  
 
Using sofTV.Presenter, the developer can record a video or audio 
presentation, encode it, and then synchronize it with a set of imported 
content matter. The developer may also import a previously encoded 
streaming media file and synchronize it with a set of content matter to 
create a synchronized multimedia presentation.  
 
One of the most powerful and unique capabilities of sofTV.Presenter is 
its support for Live presentations (in addition to On-Demand 
presentations). The sofTV.Presenter technology enables users to 
broadcast and control a Live presentation that is streamed to viewers in 
real time as it is recorded. The recorded presentation can be easily 
archived, complete with synchronized slides, so that viewers can also 
access it later as an On-Demand presentation. 
 
NOTE: In order to use the PowerPoint import feature of sofTV.Presenter, 
you must have Microsoft PowerPoint 2000 or higher installed on your 
computer. sofTV.Presenter uses PowerPoint internally to format the 
slides, and to read the PowerPoint PPT files. 
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New Features of sofTV.Presenter 6.0 

sofTV.Presenter v6.0 has a number of feature enhancements over the 
previous version (v5.0). These new features include: 
 

1. Support for Flash Video Format ï sofTV.Presenter v6.0 
supports Flash-based encoding (i.e., live video streaming 
through a Flash Media Server) as well as on-demand streaming 
of Flash Video (FLV) files. See pages 18, 30, 52, and 53. 

2. Flash-based Templates ï The sofTV.Presenter Template 
Library includes several new presentation templates that are 
100% Flash based. See pages 20, 33 and 61. 

3. ñNo Notesò Templates ï The sofTV.Presenter Template Library 
includes several new templates with the ñNotesò region omitted 
(useful if you donôt want to include slide notes in your 
presentation). See page 63. 

4. Specify Default Video Format ï The user now has the option to 
specify sofTV.Presenterôs default video format (i.e., the video 
format that is selected by default when creating a new 
presentation). See page 112. 

5. Enhancements to Authoring Wizard ï The authoring wizard in 
sofTV.Presenter v6.0 includes various enhancements, such as 
improved look-and-feel, system-generated default file names and 
paths, updated support for Flash video, video/audio test controls, 
remembering the most recently selected template, and more. 
See pages 14 ï 40. 

6. Default Archive Paths for Presentation ï The developer can 
now configure default archive paths for a presentationôs web 
content and media content. When creating a presentation, it is 
possible to pre-specify the information for the publish folder and 
the FTP connection details, and then save them within the 
project XML file. This feature is especially useful if the 
presentation will be shared between different machines.  
See pages 23 ï 24. 

7. Relative Paths for Project File ï In previous versions of 
sofTV.Presenter , a project XML file would contain hard-coded 
paths to the related assets such as video file, PowerPoint file, 
and logo image file (e.g., ñC:\Program 
Files\sofTV.net\sofTV.Presenter 
5.0\TemplateLibrary\presenter_logo.gifò). Now, however, the 
project XML file contains relative asset paths (e.g., 
ñ.\Source\presenter_logo.gifò). This allows the project to be 
loaded on different workstations without problems. 

8. All Resources Stored Within Source Folder ï Within the folder 
where the project XML file is saved, all related resource/asset 
files are saved in a single ñ.\Sourceò subfolder. Thus the project 
XML file and the source folder are the only things needed to 
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open the same project on another machine (i.e., each project is 
fully portable). 

9. Simplified Publish Presentation Folder ï The publish 
presentation folder contains the ñindex.htmò file at the root, while 
all images, scripts and miscellaneous HTML files are saved to a 
single ñ.\HTMLò subfolder. Thus the published presentation is 
easier to manage and transfer. 

10. Immediately Save Slide Triggers to Project ï Upon 
completion of a live presentation, sofTV.Presenter automatically 
saves the slide triggers to the project XML file. The user does not 
need to manually save the project in order to save the triggers 
following a live presentation (thus eliminating the possibility of 
accidentally losing the triggers). 

11. Immediately Launch Presentation After Publishing ï As soon 
as publishing is completed, the user may click the Launch 
Presentation button to immediately launch the published 
presentation in the default browser. See page 74. 

12. Delete All Slides Instantly ï The Slide Deck now includes a 
Delete All Slides button to quickly remove all the slides from a 
presentation. See page 8. 

13. New ñReplace Allò Import Option ï The Import My Content 
dialog now includes a ñReplace Allò option, which enables the 
user to quickly delete all existing slides from the Slide Deck and 
replace them with a selection of imported slides. See page 57. 
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Main Window 

The sofTV.Presenter main window is your workspace for creating live 
and on-demand media presentations. An intuitive authoring wizard 
guides you step by step through the entire process of creating your 
presentation. 
 
NOTE: As an alternative to using the wizard, you can manually proceed 
through the authoring steps by following the Steps Bar located at the top 
of the window. 
 

 
 
To create a presentation, you simply specify the presentation type and 
video source, import your desired content matter (e.g., PPT slides, Flash 
files, images, Adobe PDF files, web page links, or links to any other type 
of file or document), choose a presentation template, and customize any 
additional presentation properties.  
 
You can then publish your presentation locally, to a network path, 
remotely using FTP, or to the XStream RapidShare Media Management 
Server (MMS).   
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Step 1: Presentation Type 

 
 
Click the ñPresentation Typeò button on the Steps Bar.  Here you can 
choose what type of presentation you wish to make. You can choose to 
make a Live presentation that is streamed to viewers in real time as you 
record. Alternatively, you can choose to do an On Demand presentation 
that your viewers can watch at a later date. 

Live Webcast 

For Live presentations, simply select the ñBroadcast a live streamò 
radio button. This will modify the Main Window of sofTV.Presenter to add 
ñStep 5: Publish My Presentationò, ñStep 6: Do Live Presentationò, 
and ñStep 7: Archive and Publishò.  
 
You may also choose to archive your live video stream to do an on 
demand presentation at a later date. 

On Demand 

For On Demand presentations, select the ñUse an existing media 
fileéò radio button and then specify the file you wish to use (i.e., a 
Windows Media, Real Media, or Flash Video file). 
 
Alternatively, if you donôt have an existing media file, you can choose to 
record a new file by simply by selecting the ñRecord a new media fileéò 
radio button. 
 
Selecting either of these radio buttons will modify the Main Window of 
sofTV.Presenter to add ñStep 5: My Slide Timingsò and ñStep 6: 
Publish My Presentationò. 
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Step 2: Add Slides to Presentation 

Slides 

sofTV.Presenter allows you to add slides to a presentation in a number 
of ways. You can import multiple types of files (including PowerPoint 
slides, Flash files, images, Adobe PDF files, web page links, and links to 
any other type of file or document) into the Slide Deck region, or you can 
add graphics/slides using the Add a New Slide button. The end result is 
a series of slides, which will be displayed in the published web page and 
controlled by the video stream.  

Import My Content 

 
 
The main way to add slides is by clicking the ñImport My Contentò 
button on the Steps Bar. This displays the Import My Content dialog, 
which enables you to locate and select a content file (e.g., PowerPoint 
file, Flash file, image, Adobe PDF file, web page link, or a link to any 
other type of file or document) and import it into sofTV.Presenter.  
 
Once you select and import a file, it will appear as a thumbnail slide in 
the Slide Deck region (on the right side). 

Adding Slides 

 
 
At the top of the Slide Deck, there are a number of buttons, including 
ñAdd a New Slideò, which also displays the Import My Content dialog. 
 
You may also adjust the location of any selected slide in the presentation 

using the UP and DOWN arrows . 
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Removing Slides 

To remove a single slide from a presentation, simply highlight the slide to 
remove and then click the ñRemove Selected Slideò button. You can 
remove some slides from a presentation, and leave the rest untouched. 
 
To quickly remove all the slides from a presentation, simply click the 
ñDelete All Slidesò button. 
 

Slide Properties 

The ñEdit Selected Slideò button opens the Slide Properties dialog. 
This dialog allows you to edit the Slide Title and Image Filename.  You 
can also edit notes associated with the slides. 
 
Here are the settings to include (or not include) the respective slide in a 
table of contents (available on some templates) or even include (or not 
include) the slide in the finished presentation. 

Step 3: Choose Presentation Template 

 
 
sofTV.Presenter uses template files to define how a presentation should 
appear and to define which regions should be included in the published 
web page.  
 
To choose a template, click the ñChoose My Templateò button on the 
Steps Bar. This will open the Choose Template dialog, which allows you 
to choose a template. 

Template Preview 

Just below the Video Region on the Main Window, the preview region 
shows a sample layout produced using the Presentation Template you 
selected. 
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Step 4: Set Presentation Properties 

 

Presentation Properties 

Clicking the ñPresentation Propertiesò button on the Steps Bar will 
cause the Presentation Properties dialog to appear. You can set all the 
web page properties using this dialog. Values you enter will be inserted 
into the published web page. 

Step 5: My Slide Timings (On Demand Only) 

 
 
The ñMy Slide Timingsò button on the Steps Bar is not so much a button 
as a reminder of what you need to do in order to add the slide change 
triggers. 

On Demand ï Using an Existing Media File 

When you selected a media file in step 1, that media file was loaded into 
the player.   
 

To add the slide change triggers to the video, click the ñPlayò  button 
below the video region. This should start your video playing. You can 

then add the slide change triggers by clicking the Next Slide  and 

Previous Slide  buttons (or by double-clicking slides in the Slide 
Deck). You should see blue markers added to the Video Timeline to 
mark each slide change trigger. 

On Demand ï Recording a New Media File 

When you specified a media file name to record in step 1, the 
appropriate encoder (either Windows Media or Real Producer) was 
initiated in the Video Region.  
 
You can click the ñEncoding Settingsò button to select which encoder 
profile you wish to use as well as which camera and/or microphone. 
 
To start recording your video and to add the slide change triggers to it, 

click the ñRecordò  button below the video region. This should start

your video encoding. You can then add the slide change triggers by 

clicking the Next Slide  and Previous Slide  buttons (or by double-
clicking slides in the Slide Deck). You should see blue markers added to 
the Video Timeline to mark each slide change trigger. 

Step 6: Publish My Presentation (This is Step 5 for Live) 

 

    

Publish Presentation 

The ñPublish My Presentationò button is the final step to creating your 
web page. (Thereôs the ñDo Live Presentationò and ñArchive and 
Publishò steps after this if you are doing a Live presentation.)  
 
Clicking the ñPublish My Presentationò button will cause the 
Preview/Publish dialog to appear. This allows you to set up and choose 
various Publish Profiles in order to publish locally, to a network path, 
remotely using FTP, or to the XStream RapidShare Media Management 
Server (MMS). If you are doing a live webcast or if your on-demand 
media file is on a media server, it is also necessary for you to enter the 
URL of the media source. 
 
NOTE: Before publishing, you have the option of previewing the 
presentation to see how it works. 
 
The Publish command will do the following things: 
 

¶ Open the presentation, and extract the information of each slide  
 

¶ Create a Table Of Contents, if one is required. In the case of 
Video On Demand files, the Table Of Contents will contain seek 
commands that will seek the video to the appropriate location in 
the video file. NOTE: If your on demand media file is on a media 
server, then enter the URL of the media source into ñVideo URLò 
to have the table of contents created 
 

¶ Insert the Presentation Properties into the appropriate locations 
in the presentation file(s).  

¶ Delete all unused regions from your template file  

¶ Build the HTML code for your presentation  

¶ Copy the HTML code to your publish location  
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¶ Copy the background graphic(s) to your publish location 

¶ Copy the slide graphics (and information) to your publish 
location. Two sets of graphics are created - a small thumbnail (if 
there are thumbnails on the template), and a larger image for 
use in the CurrentSlide area of the presentation.  

¶ Copy the local video file to your publish location, if not a live 
stream  

¶ Copy all other needed files to your publish location 

 
If the publish is occurring via FTP, all the necessary files will be copied 
over to the specified FTP location. 
 
Publishing may take a few minutes, depending on the size of your 
content file(s) and media file. 
 

NOTE: For further details on publishing, see ñPublish My Presentationò 
in SECTION 2: CREATING A PRESENTATION. 

Step 6: Do Live Presentation (Live Only) 

 
 
The ñDo Live Presentationò button on the Steps Bar is not so much a 
button as a reminder of what you need to do in order to start your live 
presentation. 
 
When you specified doing a Live presentation in step 1, the encoders 
(either Windows Media or Real Producer) were initiated in the Video 
Region.  
 
You can click the ñEncoding Settingsò button to select which encoder 
profile you wish to use as well as which camera and/or microphone and 
any required server settings. 
 
To start encoding your live stream and to add the slide change triggers to 

it, click the Record  button below the video region. This should start 
your media stream encoding. You can then add the slide change triggers 

by clicking the Next Slide  and Previous Slide  buttons (or by 
double-clicking slides in the Slide Deck). You should see blue markers 
added to the Video Timeline to mark each slide change trigger. When 
you are finished, click the Stop  button. 
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Additional Live Presentation Scenarios 

There are 2 other methods for controlling slide change commands during 
a live webcast using other respective sofTV.net applications:  

¶ Using sofTV.PowerPoint Add-In directly from within 
PowerPoint. 

¶ Using sofTV.LiveShow.   
 
The diagram below shows all the different ways you can control slide 
changes LIVE during a webcast that you created using sofTV.Presenter. 
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Step 7: Archive and Publish (Live Only) 

 
 
The ñArchive and Publishò button on the Steps Bar enables you to 
create an instant archive of a Live presentation. By clicking this button 
immediately after completing your Live presentation, you can create an 
on-demand presentation instantly, without having to recreate a separate 
on-demand project.  
 
A key benefit of this feature is that it allows a Live presentation to be 
quickly archived and published to the Internet before beginning the next 
Live presentation. The recorded video, slide presentation, and slide 
timings are automatically combined for the archive, and the web 
audience can review the presentation much sooner. 
 
NOTE: The ñArchive and Publishò button will only become enabled 
once you have completed a Live presentation (by clicking the Stop  
button to stop the encoding of the live video stream). In addition, the 
archiving feature will only be available if you selected the ñSave my live 
recording so I can do an on-demand presentation laterò option when 
you initially created the live presentation. 
 
Clicking the ñArchive and Publishò button will cause the 
Preview/Publish dialog to appear as shown below. 
 

 
 
Select the ñPublish Presentationò radio button, and then click OK. This 
action displays the ñPublish Presentationò dialog. This dialog contains 
options for publishing as an on-demand presentation (locally, to a 
network path, remotely using FTP, or to the Media Management Server). 
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Presentation Authoring Wizard 
 
sofTV.Presenter includes an intuitive presentation authoring wizard. 
Using a simple series of dialog boxes, the developer is guided step by 
step through the entire process of creating a live or on-demand 
presentation. 
 
By default, when you launch the sofTV.Presenter application or create a 
new presentation (by selecting File | New Presentation or pressing 
<CTRL + N>), the authoring wizard is automatically launched. 
 
NOTE: If you wish, you may disable the auto-launching of the wizard by 
selecting the ñDo not use this wizard on startupò check box in the 
authoring wizard, or by selecting the ñUse classic Presenter view on 
startupò check box in the Settings dialog (accessed by selecting File | 
Settings or pressing <CTRL + E>). 
 
You may create presentations either by using the authoring wizard or by 
using the traditional method of manually proceeding through the steps on 
the Steps Bar. 
 

Step-by-Step Wizard for Creating a Live Presentation 

 

Choosing the Presentation Type 

 
When sofTV.Presenter is launched (or the user selects File | New 
Presentation or presses <CTRL + N>), the ñNew Presentation Projectò 
dialog is displayed. This enables the user to select the type of 
presentation to create. 
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In the Presentation Type area, select ñLive Presentationò.  
 
A default project name (with a date/time stamp) is automatically entered 
in the Project Name field. You may edit or change the name if desired. 
 
A default folder location (where the project content will be saved) is 
automatically entered in the Location to Save Project field. You may 
enter or select an alternate folder path if desired. 
 
NOTES 
 

¶ You may also choose to archive your live video stream to do an on-
demand presentation at a later date. Select the ñSave my live 
recording so I can do an on-demand presentation laterò check 
box. If you select this option, you must also specify the media file 
name to record (by entering or selecting the file path in the Media 
Filename and Location field). 

 

¶ If you are planning to stream a live Flash presentation (through a 
Flash Media Server), select the ñThis is a Flash video presentation 
(video must be manually downloaded from the Flash Media 
Streaming Server)ò check box. If you also want to archive the live 
stream, you must also specify the Flash media file name to be 
published (by entering or selecting the file path in the Load Flash 
video file for on-demand archive and publish field). 

 
Once you have entered the desired settings, click OK. 
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Step 1 ï Selecting Encoder Settings 

 
The ñNew Presentation Project ï Encoder Settings (Step 1)ò dialog is 
now displayed. This enables the user to select the encoder settings for 
the live presentation.  
 

 
 
Select the encoder profile you wish to use (i.e., Windows Media Encoder, 
Adobe Flash Video, or Real Producer 8.5/11) as well as the desired input 
source (i.e., the video camera and/or microphone you wish to use). 
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NOTES 
 

¶ If you have selected Windows Media Encoder as the encoder profile, 
you will also need to select and configure the broadcast option (push 
or pull) for the Windows Media Server. Click the Media Server 
Settings button to open the Windows Media Settings dialog box 
(as shown below). 
 

 
 
Select either Pull Broadcast or Push Broadcast and enter the 
necessary broadcast details, and then click OK. 
 

¶ If you have selected Windows Media Encoder as the encoder profile, 
you can also select the ñUse Windows Media Encoderò option 
(under Input Source) in order to replace sofTV.Presenterôs built-in 
input source settings, viewer (encoded content), and start-record 
function with the complete Windows Media Encoder application. 
Thus you can substitute sofTV.Presenterôs basic encoding 
functionality with Microsoftôs full complement of source device 
support, settings, functions, and panel views (e.g., record audio 
level). 
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¶ If you have selected Adobe Flash Video as the encoder profile, you 
will also need to configure the settings for the Flash Media Server. 
Click the Media Server Settings button to open the Flash Media 
Server Settings dialog box (as shown below). 

 

 
 
In the Flash Media Server URL field, enter the URL of the Flash 
server (e.g., ñrtmp://[IP or domain]ò), and also include the application 
path (e.g., ñ/liveò). In the Stream Name field, enter a name for the 
live stream (e.g., ñLive Presentationò). Click OK. 

 
Once you have entered the desired settings, click Next. 
 
NOTE: Media server settings are persistent across sessions. Any media 
server settings you specify will represent the default settings for new 
projects that you create. 
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Step 2 ï Importing PowerPoint Slides 

 
The ñNew Presentation Project ï Import PowerPoint Slides (Step 2)ò 
dialog is now displayed. This enables the user to import a PowerPoint 
presentation to use for the live presentation. 
 

 
 
Click the Browse button to locate and select the desired PowerPoint 
(PPT) file. 
 
NOTE: If you wish, you may initially create the project without importing 
a PowerPoint file. Simply select the ñLet me select my PowerPoint file 
and/or other content after creating this projectò check box, and then 
click the Next button. Once the project has been created, you may 
subsequently import your desired content (e.g., PowerPoint files, Flash 
files, images, Adobe PDF files, web page links, and/or links to any other 
type of file or document) using the ñImport My Contentò button on the 
Steps Bar of the main program window. 
 
If the ñImport slide notesò check box is selected, any notes associated 
with the PowerPoint slide images will also be imported along with the 
respective slides. 
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If the ñGet presentation properties from PPT fileò check box is 
selected, any additional properties (such as Title, Presenterôs Name, 
etc.) that may be set in the PowerPoint file will also be imported. This 
option is selected by default. 
 
Once you have selected the PowerPoint file (if any) and configured the 
options as desired, click Next. 
 

Step 3 ï Choosing the Template 

 
The ñNew Presentation Project ï Choose Template (Step 3)ò dialog is 
now displayed. This enables the user to select a presentation template. 
Templates define the look of the layout and control how the template is 
published. 
 

 
 
sofTV.Presenter includes a Template Library, which you can use to 
choose the type of layout and features you wish to see in your 
presentation. HTML, DHTML, and Flash-based templates are available. 
 
In the Preview section of the dialog, scroll through the available template 
images (using the navigation buttons or scroll bar provided) to select the 
template you wish to use for the presentation. For any selected template, 
the Details section outlines which features are supported and not 
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supported by the selected template. For example, some templates may 
not support thumbnail images, title, email, etc. 
 
NOTE: sofTV.Presenter retains your previous template selection 
between sessions. Upon opening the Template Library, the most recently 
selected template will always be displayed as the default selection. 
 
Once you have selected the desired template, click Next. 
 

Step 4 ï Defining Presentation Properties 

 
The ñNew Presentation Project ï Presentation Properties (Step 4)ò 
dialog is now displayed. This enables the user to set properties for the 
presentation. The values entered here will be inserted into the published 
presentation. Once you have entered the desired values, click Next. 

Information Tab 

 

 
 
On the Information tab, you may enter values in the following fields: 
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Title ï The title of the presentation. If the Presentation Template has a 
ñTitleò area, the value entered in this field will be published within the 
"Title" area. 
 
Description ï A brief description of the presentation. If the Presentation 
Template has a ñDescriptionò area, the value entered in this field will be 
published within the "Description" area. 
 
Presenter ï The name of the presenter giving the presentation. If the 
Presentation Template has a ñPresenterò area, the value entered in this 
field will be published within the "Presenter" area.  
 
E-mail ï The e-mail address of the presenter. If the Presentation 
Template has an ñEmailò area, the value entered in this field will be 
published within the "Email" area.  
 
Company ï The name of the company. If the Presentation Template has 
a ñCompanyò area, the value entered in this field will be published within 
the "Company" area.  
 
Logo ï The company logo. Click the Browse button to locate and select 
the desired logo image (JPG or GIF). If the Presentation Template has a 
ñLogoò area, the selected image file will be published within the "Logo" 
area. The available templates have different sized regions for logos. You 
should choose a template that has a logo region appropriately sized for 
your graphic. Your graphic will be stretched to fit the logo area on the 
web page. 
 
Presentation Date ï The date of the presentation. If the Presentation 
Template has a ñDateò area, the value entered in this field will be 
published within the "Date" area.  
 
Presentation Time ï The time of the presentation. If the Presentation 
Template has a ñTimeò area, the value entered in this field will be 
published within the "Time" area. 
 
Waiting Room Video ï You may choose a streaming video to loop in 
advance of the live presentation. Click the Browse button to locate and 
select the desired video file. Prior to the start of the live presentation, the 
user is greeted with the waiting room video playing in a continuous loop. 
Thus the user is given something to view (while waiting for the live event 
to begin) to indicate that the live event is imminent and will be starting 
soon. Once the encoder is started, the waiting room video is stopped and 
replaced with the actual streamed video.  
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Closed Captioning URL* ï This option is used to set up closed 
captioning for the presentation. If the Presentation Template has a 
ñClosed Captionsò area, the URL specified here will generate the 
captioning text that appears in the ñClosed Captionsò area. 
 
*NOTE: In this field you must specify the URL of the 3

rd
-party captioning 

service provider, which will stream the captioning text over the web from 
a live stenographer to the live presentation. 

 
Show Media Controls ï If this option is selected, then media player 
controls will appear at the bottom of the media region in the presentation. 
This option is deselected by default. 
 
Show Media Status Bar ï If this option is selected, then a media player 
status bar will appear at the bottom of the media region in the 
presentation. This option is deselected by default. 

Archive Options  

 
To save time and promote the portability of your project, you can 
configure default archive paths for the presentationôs web content and 
media content. Essentially, you can pre-specify the information for the 
publish folder and the FTP connection details, and then save them within 
the project. This feature is especially useful if your project will be shared 
between different machines. 
 
On the Information tab, click the Archive Options button. As shown 
below, the Archive Options dialog box contains two tabs: Web Content 
and Media Content. 
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To turn on the default archive path settings for the project, you must first 
select the ñEnable default archive path for web contentò and/or 
ñEnable default archive path for media contentò check box. (By 
default, both of these check boxes are deselected, meaning that the 
default archive path settings for the project are disabled.) On each tab, 
once you have selected the check box, you can specify the information 
for the publish folder and the FTP connection details and save them 
within the project. 
 
NOTE: In order to enable the use of the default archive path feature, the 
workstation on which sofTV.Presenter is running must have an active 
publish profile with the ñPublish to default archive pathò option 
enabled.

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Step 5 ï Reviewing the Settings and Creating the Presentation 

 
The ñNew Presentation Project ï Settings Review (Step 5)ò dialog is 
now displayed. This enables the user to review the settings (i.e., encoder 
settings, imported PowerPoint file, selected template, and display 
information) that have been specified for the presentation. 
 

 
 
If you wish to change/alter any of the specified settings for the 
presentation, you may click the Back button to return to a previous step 
and make the desired changes.

A default project name (with a date/time stamp) is automatically entered 
in the Project Name field.

The ñNew Presentation Project ï Import PowerPoint Slides (Step 1)ò 
dialog is now displayed. This enables the user to import a PowerPoint 
presentation to use for the on-demand presentation.

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NOTE: If you wish, you may initially create the project without importing 
a PowerPoint file.

Description ï A brief description of the presentation. If the Presentation 
Template has a ñDescriptionò area, the value entered in this field will be 
published within the "Description" area. 
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Presenter ï The name of the presenter giving the presentation. If the 
Presentation Template has a ñPresenterò area, the value entered in this 
field will be published within the "Presenter" area.  
 
E-mail ï The e-mail address of the presenter. If the Presentation 
Template has an ñEmailò area, the value entered in this field will be 
published within the "Email" area.  
 
Company ï The name of the company. If the Presentation Template has 
a ñCompanyò area, the value entered in this field will be published within 
the "Company" area.  
 
Logo ï The company logo. Click the Browse button to locate and select 
the desired logo image (JPG or GIF). If the Presentation Template has a 
ñLogoò area, the selected image file will be published within the "Logo" 
area. The available templates have different sized regions for logos. You 
should choose a template that has a logo region appropriately sized for 
your graphic. Your graphic will be stretched to fit the logo area on the 
web page. 
 
Closed Captioning Transcript* ï This option is used to set up closed 
captioning for the presentation. If the Presentation Template has a 
ñClosed Captionsò area, the transcript file specified here will generate the 
captioning text that appears in the ñClosed Captionsò area.

Presentation Date ï The date of the presentation. If the Presentation 
Template has a ñDateò area, the value entered in this field will be 
published within the "Date" area.

Show Media Controls ï If this option is selected, then media player 
controls will appear at the bottom of the media region in the presentation.

Archive Options ï Click this button to configure default archive paths for 
the presentationôs web content and media content.

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Hardware / Software Requirements  
sofTV.Presenter allows you to create web-based streaming video 
presentations including PowerPoint slides that change in synchronization 
with the video content. Using sofTV.Presenter makes building these 
presentations easy - just follow a few simple steps, click Publish, and 
your presentation is complete! 

Software Requirements 

In order to create presentations using sofTV.Presenter, you will need the 
following applications installed on your PC: 
 

¶ Microsoft PowerPoint 2000 or higher ï Must be installed on 
any PC running sofTV.Presenter. sofTV.Presenter uses 
PowerPoint to format the slides, and to read the PowerPoint PPT 
files. 

¶ Video or Audio Hardware ï You can use any video or audio 
hardware that are supported by Real or Microsoft Encoders as 
sources within sofTV.Presenter.  

Video and Audio Encoding Hardware 

sofTV.Presenter includes the ability to record Real or Windows Media 
streaming video clips, as well as webcast live, all from within the 
sofTV.Presenter application. 
 
sofTV.Presenter has seamlessly included the encoding software from 
both Real and Microsoft within the sofTV.Presenter application. You can 
use any video or audio hardware that are supported by Real or Microsoft 
Encoders as sources within sofTV.Presenter.  
 
NOTE: By selecting the ñUse Windows Media Encoderò option in 
sofTV.Presenterôs Encoder Settings dialog, you can replace 
sofTV.Presenterôs built-in input source settings, viewer (encoded 
content), and start-record function with the complete Windows Media 
Encoder application. Thus you can substitute sofTV.Presenterôs basic 
encoding functionality with Microsoftôs full complement of source device 
support, settings, functions, and panel views (e.g., record audio level). 

Recording Audio 

To encode audio presentations, all you need is a standard sound card, 
and a microphone. Most laptops come equipped with a microphone ï but 
to record presentations at a reasonable quality you will want to plug in an 
external microphone. For more professional presentations, you will want 
to use a wireless lapel microphone and receiver. These are available 
from companies such as Adzen, and Sony. 
Note that when doing audio-only presentations you can select an audio-
only template from the layout library. 
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Recording Video 

To record, or stream live a video presentation, you need hardware to 
connect your video camera to your computer. You can use a video 
encoder card such as the Osprey series from Viewcast Corporation, or 
you can connect a USB video camera to a USB port on your computer. 
The quality of the video captured by a dedicated video encoder card will 
be far superior to that of a USB camera, but you canôt beat the USB for 
simplicity and convenience! 
You will need to install the video encoder hardware, and any drivers 
supplied with the hardware before using sofTV.Presenter to encode 
video.

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Microsoft ActiveX Patch and sofTV.Presenter 
Microsoft has released a software update to Microsoft Internet Explorer 6 
for Microsoft Windows XP Service Pack 2 (SP2) and Microsoft Windows 
Server 2003 Service Pack 1 (SP1). This update changes the way in 
which Internet Explorer handles some Web pages that use ActiveX 
controls. Examples of programs that use ActiveX controls include: 
 

¶ Adobe Reader 

¶ Apple QuickTime Player 

¶ Macromedia Flash 

¶ Microsoft Windows Media Player 

¶ Real Networks RealPlayer 

¶ Sun Java Virtual Machine 
 
After you install this update, you cannot interact with ActiveX controls 
from certain web pages until these controls are enabled. To enable an 
ActiveX control, manually click the control. There are also techniques 
that web developers may use to update their web pages. 
 
Users cannot directly interact with Microsoft ActiveX controls loaded by 
the APPLET, EMBED, or OBJECT elements; however, users may 
interact with such controls after activating their interfaces. To activate an 
interactive control, either click it or use the TAB key to set focus to it and 
then press the <Spacebar> key or the <Enter> key. 

Functionality Affected in sofTV.Presenter 

In the current implementation, sofTV.Presenter v6.0 writes the 
<OBJECT> and <EMBED> tags directly into the presentation files. After 
this update, upon launching an on-demand presentation, a user must 
click twice on a media control to perform the specified functionality. For 
example, to pause the video playback, a user must click the Pause 
button twice (once to enable the ActiveX control and a second time to 
invoke the Pause function). 
 
XStream Software has provided support for this update by applying the 
solution suggested by Microsoft. This solution is to write the <OBJECT> 
and <EMBED> tags into a separate java script file (JS) and call this JS 
file from the media.htm and index.htm files (two files that are part of the 
presentation template).  Currently sofTV.Presenter v6.0 writes the 
<OBJECT> and <EMBED> tags directly into the media.htm and 
index.htm files. This method has been changed by writing these tags into 
a separate JS file, which are called from the media and index files.

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Creating a Presentation Using the Steps Bar 

Steps Bar 

Displayed along the top of sofTV.Presenterôs Main Window is the Steps 
Bar.  Using this bar makes it simple to create either a Live or On 
Demand Presentation.   
 
NOTE: The Steps Bar will change depending on whether you choose to 
do a Live or On Demand presentation. 
 
Steps Bar for a Live Presentation: 

 
 
Steps Bar for an On Demand Presentation: 

 

Step 1: Presentation Type 

 
 
Click the ñPresentation Typeò button on the Steps Bar.  Here you can 
choose what type of presentation you wish to make. You can choose to 
make a Live presentation that is streamed to viewers in real time as you 
record. Alternatively, you can choose to do an On Demand presentation 
that your viewers can watch at a later date. 
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Live Webcast 

 
For Live presentations, simply select the ñBroadcast a live streamò 
radio button. This will modify the Main Window of sofTV.Presenter to add 
ñStep 5: Publish My Presentationò, ñStep 6: Do Live Presentationò, 
and ñStep 7: Archive and Publishò.  
 
You may also choose to archive your live video stream to do an on-
demand presentation at a later date. Select the ñSave my live recording 
so I can do an on-demand presentation laterò check box. If you select 
this option, you must also specify the media file name to record (by 
entering or selecting the file path in the Media File field).

Selecting Encoder Settings (for Live Presentation) 

 
If you have chosen to create a live presentation, you will need to specify 
the encoder settings for the live presentation. Click the ñEncoding 
Settingsò button (below the video region) to display the Encoder 
Settings dialog box. 
 

 
 
Here you can select the encoder profile you wish to use (i.e., Windows 
Media Encoder, Adobe Flash Video, or Real Producer 8.5/11), the 
desired input source (i.e., video camera and/or microphone), and any 
required server settings. 
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NOTES 
 

¶ If you have selected Windows Media Encoder as the encoder profile, 
you will also need to select and configure the broadcast option (push 
or pull) for the Windows Media Server. Click the Media Server 
Settings button to open the Windows Media Settings dialog box 
(as shown below). 
 

 
 
Select either Pull Broadcast or Push Broadcast and enter the 
necessary broadcast details, and then click OK. 
 

¶ If you have selected Windows Media Encoder as the encoder profile, 
you can also select the ñUse Windows Media Encoderò option 
(under Input Source) in order to replace sofTV.Presenterôs built-in 
input source settings, viewer (encoded content), and start-record 
function with the complete Windows Media Encoder application. 
Thus you can substitute sofTV.Presenterôs basic encoding 
functionality with Microsoftôs full complement of source device 
support, settings, functions, and panel views (e.g., record audio 
level). 
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¶ If you have selected Adobe Flash Video as the encoder profile, you 
will also need to configure the settings for the Flash Media Server. 
Click the Media Server Settings button to open the Flash Media 
Server Settings dialog box (as shown below). 

 

 
 
In the Flash Media Server URL field, enter the URL of the Flash 
server (e.g., ñrtmp://[IP or domain]ò), and also include the application 
path (e.g., ñ/liveò). In the Stream Name field, enter a name for the 
live stream (e.g., ñLive Presentationò). Click OK. 

 
NOTE: Media server settings are persistent across sessions. Any media 
server settings you specify will represent the default settings for new 
projects that you create. 
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On Demand ï Using an Existing Media File 

 
For On Demand presentations where you already have a media file you 
wish to use, select the ñUse an existing media fileéò radio button and 
then select the desired media file from your system.  
 
Your selected file can be a Windows Media, Real Media, or Flash Video 
file. 
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On Demand ï Recording a New Media File 

 
If you donôt have a media file, you can choose to record a new Windows 
Media or Real Media file by simply selecting the ñRecord a new media 
fileéò radio button. 
 
Selecting either of these radio buttons will modify the Main Window of 
sofTV.Presenter to add ñStep 5: My Slide Timingsò and ñStep 6: 
Publish My Presentationò. 
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Step 2: Add Slides to Presentation 

 
sofTV.Presenter allows you to add slides to a presentation in a number 
of ways.  
 
You can import multiple types of files (including PowerPoint slides, Flash 
files, images, Adobe PDF files, web page links, and links to any other 
type of file or document) into the Slide Deck region, or you can add 
graphics/slides using the Add a New Slide button. The end result is a 
series of slides, which will be displayed in the published web page and 
controlled by the video stream.  

Import My Content 

 
 
The main way to add slides is by clicking the ñImport My Contentò 
button on the Steps Bar. This displays the Import My Content dialog, 
which enables you to locate and select a content file (e.g., PowerPoint 
file, Flash file, image, Adobe PDF file, web page link, or a link to any 
other type of file or document) and import it into sofTV.Presenter. 
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Within the ñSelect Contentò section of the dialog, you may select the 
type of content you wish to import: PowerPoint, Image (JPG, GIF, or 
BMP), Adobe PDF, Flash (SWF), File Link (to any type of file or 
document), or Web URL Link. 
 
Once you have selected the content type, click the Browse button to 
locate and select the desired content file. Or, if you have selected the 
Web Link option, click the Change button to enter the desired URL 
address. 

Preview Region 

The Preview region allows you to preview the selected file or web URL 
before inserting it into the presentation. You can also click the View 
Larger button to view the file or web URL in a larger, separate window. 

Choose Slide(s) 

The Choose Slide(s) box displays the name of the selected file or URL 
link. In the case of a selected PowerPoint file, the box lists all of the 
slides contained in the PPT file. You may select a portion of the slides to 
import by clicking them while pressing <SHIFT>.
